When we speak of hell there are 5 terms to consider.
1. Sheol (Hebréw) - grave (Old Testament)
2. Hades (Greek) - underworld (New Testament) influence by Greek Mythology- God of
and Wife Persephone
Purgatory - a state of purification (not in the KJV) Plato Influenced
Hell - place of torment for those who die separated from God
5. Lake of Fire - place of torment for Satan and his angels
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Hell Characteristics
Everlasting Punishment

Lake of Fire Characteristics



This is the place of the second death for those who die separated from God!
® Revelations 20:10-15
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10 And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where
the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and
ever.

11 And | saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it, from whose face the earth and
the heaven fled away; and there was found no place for them.

12 And | saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened:
and-another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of
those things which were written in the books, according to their works.

13 And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the
dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works.

14 And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death.

15 And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the [ake of fire.

The Lake of Fire is worse than hell because it is prepared as a final judgement for Satan and his
demons not the souls of people!

It is characterized by intense, unquenchable fire, complete separation from God, and, according to
some interpretations, never-ending torment or agonizing, conscious punishment.
